Public Comment 

Marilyn Hagan-Smith – Last week at the meeting there was a question to the County Attorney from Mr. Vauthier, I could not hear what he was saying.
County Attorney –Explained it was about an ordinance regarding economic development which was put together by a resolution. An ordinance was needed to get that board formed appropriately. I met with Mr. Vauthier and we worked on the resolution and reformatted it into an ordinance. It should come up on the next county Commission meeting.
Marilyn Hagan-Smith – Voiced her concern regarding the individual who wanted to be on the Kennedy Common, and there was no comment. He was not acknowledged and it concerns me as a citizen.
Commissioner Hart – Any of the commissioners in making the motion could have made that consideration. The other people had already submitted written requests to be on that committee. The Commission was looking mostly at the names that had been presented at last week’s work session. It wasn’t that his request to be on the committee was ignored as much as the Commission considered those people who had submitted their written request for the board.
Adam Reiss – Thanked that he was acknowledged by a public member. I find it absolutely outrageous that the Commission does not care. Mr. Reiss used profanity and gave permission to quote him. 
County Attorney – Responded to Mr. Reiss and gave a possible reason as to why he was not included on the Committee. There were legal issues involving earlier court cases.
Adam Reiss – I completed satisfactory probation and my felony conviction was expunged. Stated that he finds the County Attorney reprehensible.
Commissioner Hart – I want to go on the record that Mr. Reiss not being considered for those positions had nothing to do with Court. I myself did not know about those things and do not know if the other Commission would have known. Unless any of the Commission want to voice their opinion that they did have knowledge; I am going to state that the Commission did not have knowledge and that was not the basis for him not being appointed.
Rose Nyman – Would it be appropriate if I put together an organizational meeting for the Kennedy Common Committee to elect a Chair and Vice-Chair?
Commissioner Hart – That would be appropriate. It is important to note that the purpose of the Kennedy Common Alcohol use committee isn’t necessarily the opinions of the board members; as much as it is that the board members acquire the information from the public as to whether they want the use or sale of alcohol on the Kennedy Common property. When the open container law was passed, the issue was not discussed with regard to Kennedy Common because of the covenants that were on that property (that there will be no alcohol). That has since been lifted. Acquire the information and submit a written report to the Commission. There needs to be at least 3 public meetings.  There is a clause that the committee automatically terminates 5 months after the first organizational meeting. Very appropriate for that to get started as quickly as possible
Rose Nyman – Commissioner Gates is on the committee and has keys to the courthouse. Could we use the courtroom for the first organizational meeting?
County Attorney – You may want to clear that with the district court.
Rose Nyman – Appointments to the boards, most often the applications present a reason that a person would be applying for the board and what qualifications/experience a person would bring. I don’t feel there was any prejudice this evening.
